Narbonne. Daniel si veste da Papà Natale per guadagnarsi
l’acquisto di un montgomery e tentare il successo con l’universo
femminile. Inciso dall’interpretazione del ventiduenne Jean-Pierre
Léaud (già mito e proiezione Nouvelle vague), il film è la prima
intrusione autobiografica nel cinema eustachiano, una sorta 
di educazione sentimentale flaubertiana permeata dal senso
di vuoto e dalle dissonanze della provincia.

Narbonne. Daniel dresses up like
Father Christmas to earn enough
money to buy a duffle coat and 
try his luck with the female universe.
Marked by the performance of the
twenty-two-year-old Jean-Pierre
Léaud (already a legend and the
projection of the Nouvelle vague),
the movie is Eustache’s first
cinematographic incursion into
autobiography, a sort of sentimental
education à la Flaubert, permeated
by the feelings of emptiness and
dissonance of the provinces.
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
