2020: Naples is now the safest, cleanest and most modern city of the entire planet. How has this happened? 

The answer is to be found in a fake documentary as we follow the adventures of fictional character Nicolino Amore, a man born extremely poor, who becomes Mayor of the city of Naples. We see Nicolino’s odd rising into Naples’s influential high society, where at first he's only interested in enjoying the richness and the good life that comes with it … Then we witness his existential crisis: Nicolino realises he's betraying his own people, the constant victims of Camorra and organized crime. But his fight against the underworld turns out to be impossible: drug trafficking is too lucrative and powerful… and just when Nicolino is about to give up, an influential Camorra Matriarch, who lost her only child to drug abuse, gives him the answer to his quest: legalize drugs. Free drugs under medical supervision. This seems the only way to stop drug trafficking and criminal activities and with it, corrupt  policemen, politicians, and judges.

Slowly the number of drug addicts decrease, as they turn into people affected by an illness rather than mere criminals addicted to drugs.  

This all sounds like a fairytale? …After all, are we or not talking about the future?

In this mockumentary not everything is fictional. We also hear real people: anti-mafia prominent judges like Pietro Grasso and Vincenzo Macrì, writers Giancarlo De Cataldo and Carlo Lucarelli, journalists Bill Emmott and Marcelle Padovani, the President of Lega Ambiente Francesco Ferrante and Tano Grasso President of Libera. 

All these experts give their view on the political failure of Prohibition.
