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A GOOD OLD FASHIONED ORGY

The Emmy nominated writing team of Alex Gregory and Peter Huyck (“The Larry Sanders” Show,” “King of the Hill”) make their directorial debut with “A Good Old Fashioned Orgy.” The story, also penned by the pair, is the hilarious account of a group of early 30 something Manhattan-ites who decide to do the unthinkable to celebrate the end of their summer weekend jaunts in the Hamptons.

When Eric Keppler’s (JASON SUDEIKIS) father Jerry (DON JOHNSON) informs the group that he plans to sell their beloved Hamptons getaway, the gang finds it hard to face the reality that the summers they have known since their teenage years are coming to an end. Memories of infamous themed house parties date back to their high school days and this news is devastating to the long time friends.

In an effort to go out with a bang, Eric wants to throw one last epic party to trump all others and decides to orchestrate an orgy among him and his friends. At first, no one except the always inappropriate Mike McCrudden (TYLER LABINE) is on board but slowly, one by one the others agree to participate. Each thinking that by joining, it might help him/her resolve some personal issue. Sue Plummer (MICHELLE BORTH) sees it as a chance to be with Eric after a missed opportunity years ago. Laura LaCarubba (LINDSAY SLOANE) thinks it might help her get past her body image issues. Alison Lobel (LAKE BELL) is coming off a bad break up and thinks it will be a nice change from the restrictions of a relationship. Doug Duquez (MARTIN STARR) and Willow Talbot (ANGELA SARAFYAN) think it might help their on again off again romance. Adam Richman (NICK KROLL) has just been fired from a job that controlled the entirety of his 20s so he vows to make his 30s memorable and decides an orgy is just the thing to kick it off. 

Intentionally not included are Glenn (WILL FORTE) and Kate (LUCY PUNCH) who already have a child and are about to get married.  Unfortunately, the couple learns of the orgy on their wedding day and become furious that their best friends excluded them from this monumental event.  They still believe that despite being parents and newlyweds, they are still hip and cool.

With the threat of a pending sale, Eric tries as hard as he can to ensure that the house does not get sold until after the Labor Day weekend orgy party. To do this, Eric begins dating one of his realtors, Kelly (LESLIE BIBB), in an effort to convince her to hold off. When he unexpectedly begins to develop serious feelings for her, he starts to second guess his participation in the orgy and threatens to dismantle the entire plan.

 No one could have anticipated how the evening would change their lives and the lessons that would be learned from one night of debauchery. Also starring David Koechner (VIC) and Lyn Shaye (DODY HENDERSON), “A Good Old Fashioned Orgy” is a raunchy yet hilarious tale of friendship, growing up and moving on with a little bit of sex thrown in for good measure.

ABOUT THE PRODUCTION


It was quite a long road bringing “A Good Old Fashioned Orgy” to fruition. Writers Alex Gregory and Pete Huyck originally began writing the script in 1997 when the two were writers for HBO’s “The Larry Sanders Show.”  The idea for the screenplay derived from a story told by a fellow writer about a party he attended in the Hollywood Hills which haphazardly ended in an orgy.  “We didn't believe him because we figured people our age were too full of shame, fear, and guilt to actually make a successful orgy happen.” tells Gregory. However, as outlandish as it seemed, this story sparked an idea for him and Huyck. “The more we decided it was an improbable event, the more we thought it might make an interesting ensemble comedy, because of all of the powerful emotions a sexually charged and complicated situation like an orgy could stir up.” explains Huyck.  
The pair brought the first draft of the script to their TV agent who, in not so many words, told them to shelve the idea. However, they were undaunted by this initial reaction. “He was terrified that the respectable folks that run the networks would think we were either perverts or certifiably insane.  Naturally, we showed it to anyone willing to read it,” jokes Gregory.  

After circulation of an early draft of the script made the rounds, the pair went through a series of producers to assemble the perfect production team. Once the producers were in place, the two began to think about who should be cast in the leading role. Early on, they set their sites on Vince Vaughn and while Vaughn ultimately did not wind up in the film, his input during these primitive stages greatly influenced the direction which the story would eventually go. “Vince Vaughn gave us the single best piece of advice about the movie.  We were trying to make a generational movie, and he suggested that in order to make something universally resonant, you need to make it specific and personal.  It's counterintuitive, but he was right. We're both really pretty square, which is why we think this is such an uncomfortably funny area.  If we were orgy guys, this would have been a hyper-realistic drama,” says Gregory.

With a new, clear direction of the plot, it was time to revisit the issue of the lead role.  They did not have anyone specific in mind until Pete Huyck saw Jason Sudeikis sing karaoke at an SNL after party. At the time, Sudeikis was only writing for the show so the idea that he could play the character of Eric involved a big leap of faith. “Pete has an amazing knack for spotting talent and just from that one night, he was convinced Jason was going to be a movie star.” tells Gregory.   Luckily Gregory had tremendous faith in Huyck and upon seeing Jason Sudeikis appear on “30 Rock” for the first time, he knew the gamble would pay off. As Huyck recalls, “Alex was watching with his wife, who after seeing Jason deliver his first line, said, ‘that guy's a leading man.’  So, we definitely had a bad case of Sudeikisitis for a while.  Then, when we were interviewing casting directors and Susie Farris' first choice for Eric was Sudeikis, so we hired her.”  

With Sudeikis in place and with all characters based on either Gregory, Huyck or actual friends of theirs, they were fortunate that the ensemble cast wound up being the perfect group of young, up and coming actors to portray a group of real friends, something that was very important to the writers. “Pete is Eric, with a dash of McCrudden and both Sudeikis and Tyler Labine borrowed most of their wardrobe from Pete.” tells Gregory.  “Alex is Adam, with a bit of Glenn, and as much as he's reluctant to admit, Marcus.” says Huyck.  

 “The fact that all the actresses are so ridiculously attractive was an accident.  We fully intended to cast people who looked like what Hollywood types call 'real people,' as if actors are robots manufactured in Taiwanese factories, but the people who gave the best auditions and fit the roles the best were cast.  That's it.  They just happened to be really hot.  Sorry, real people.  Maybe next time,” jokes Huyck. 

Since so much of their personalities were already being portrayed in the film, it was only fitting that Gregory and Huyck made a cameo as well. If you look closely, you can see Alex as a pizza delivery man with Pete posing as one of Kelly’s dates.  
Production took place in Wilmington, North Carolina and was completed in an ambitious 30 days. The choice was made to film in Wilmington since it’s equipped with the largest studio infrastructure on the east coast. Additionally, homes there have the same distinct architecture as homes found in the Hamptons of New York which made it ideal for filming. 

Initially, there was a concern over how the locals would react to the subject matter of the film but the cast and crew quickly learned the meaning of southern hospitality by the reception they received from the residents of Wilmington. “The North Carolina crew were all amazing, skilled veterans, but with a surplus of energy and enthusiasm.  And the people of Wilmington totally embraced us and our insane project.   It is no small testament to the skill and ingenuity of the people of North Carolina that they are able to put vinegar in BBQ and make it delicious.” laughs Gregory. 






Not one set or stage was built for the film so it was shot entirely on location. Filming took place in actual businesses and using locations in and around Wilmington. The city embraced and supported the film every step of the way from permitting to local resident participation as background extras. One business in particular, Fred’s Beds, agreed to help out ONLY if the actual business name was used in the scene, which was particular racy and involved Eric and McCrudden going to a sex club to do research for the orgy. “Yes, we had to use the name of Fred’s beds per their request and all locals served as extras in the sex scene. The people couldn’t have been sweeter. We got the support of every location and homeowners and spread the word throughout the colleges and downtown Wilmington when we were looking for extras. One night, we shot a party scene overnight and they were troopers and stayed for 10 hours. Everyone was really excited to dress up for the “White Trash Bash,” recalls producer Brian Etting.
Filming in North Carolina also greatly assisted with the cultivation of real friendships among the cast members as the actors each lived in small apartments next door to each other in downtown Wilmington. While on location, everyone tried to have some fun in town. At one point, Leslie Bibb, whose aunt who lives there, threw a party for the cast and producers at her Aunt’s residence to celebrate with her fellow cast members. During his down time, Will Forte would hang out at a coffee shop and broke the record for the highest score on the shops Donkey Kong machine while Jason Sudeikis spent his spare time doing karaoke almost every other night.

 “Being away from LA, the cast had no choice but to spend lots of time together, and they bonded in a way that you can feel on screen.  By the time we were filming, they weren't portraying a group of friends, they were a group of friends.” explains Huyck. Each night before they had to film their scenes, the cast would rehearse together and see if they could improvise and play with the script.  This process helped production move along quickly and efficiently because by the time each actor arrived on set to do their scene, they were prepared and really sharp. “They were all so committed to making the best possible movie.” tells Etting.

When it came down to how and when the orgy scene was going to be filmed, the filmmakers decided on quite an unorthodox strategy. With most productions, the choice is made to film sex scenes early on. The rationale behind this is to capture the scene when the relationships are still new and prior to any possible build up of tension or passion that might not make the scene play out right. However, in “A Good Old Fashioned Orgy,” they took the opposite approach and filmed the orgy scene on the last few days of production. While risky, this gamble paid off since the friendships formed during the course of filming, not only among the cast with but the directors as well, helped to make what was sure to be a highly awkward work environment a lot less tense. Always the support system, both Alex and Pete, along with some members of the crew, helped to put the actors more at ease by shooting the scene in their boxers! 

When asked to describe filming the pivotal orgy sequence, Alex Gregory says it was “In a word, uncomfortable.  Actors like to say that filming sex scenes isn't sexy, but that's not entirely true.  They're kind of sexy, but they are also really, really, really weird.  We did our best to relax people, and we will neither confirm nor deny the outlandish rumors that alcoholic beverages were consumed on set.  There were also moments when we had to step up and demonstrate our solidarity with the cast, like when they insisted we get our asses ferociously paddled by Lake Bell to experience what we were asking Nick Kroll to endure, take after painful take.  Every savage wallop on our butt cheeks was a blow for our art.  We were all so concerned with making our cast comfortable while they were disrobed and filming simulated sex that we both took off our shirts, as did the burly middle-aged cameramen and crew.  Alex's chest was so pasty pale that the gaffers were able to bounce lights off of it.  One of our favorite behind-the-scenes facts is that Jason Sudeikis is such an old-school gentleman that he wore basketball shorts – the long, knee-length kind – during every sex scene. Our Director of Photography, John Thomas, hid them beautifully, but trust us, that dude ain't naked.  Not even close.” tells Huyck. The issue of gender did not influence how the scene played out either. The film made sure to convey that all participants in the orgy were on a level playing field. 

“A lot of sex-themed comedies play up what we believe is a largely fictitious gender war. We've both had lots of close women friends, and we wanted the ladies to be in on the absurdity.” adds Gregory. The actors really committed to their roles and no body doubles were used. All actors did their own “stunts.”

ABOUT THE FILMMAKERS

ALEX GREGORY and PETER HUYCK (Writers/Directors) met in college and bonded over their mutual admiration for David Lindley, Jackson Browne's slide guitarist. They have been writing partners since they wrote for Spy Magazine from 1995-6. After that, they wrote for the The Late Show with David Letterman, The Larry Sanders Show, Frasier and King of the Hill.  Currently, they are working on multiple projects with Judd Apatow.  A Good Old Fashioned Orgy is their co-directorial debut.  Peter is a renowned bon vivant who throws elaborate and absurd theme parties which were the inspiration for the movie.  Alex draws cartoons for the New Yorker and rarely leaves the house.   

JAMES D. STERN (Producer) is the Chairman and Chief Executive Officer of Endgame Entertainment.  He founded the private entertainment financing and production fund in 2003.  During its first iteration, Endgame specialized in production, financing of third party projects and late stage financial investments.  In 2006, due to the success of the first fund, Endgame raised additional capital and has become an operating company with an increased focus on full-scale production. 

Endgame has co-financed 22 films, three Broadway shows and a children’s television series.  During that time, Endgame’s value appreciated dramatically and is now one of the fastest climbing new companies in Hollywood.  Its latest project, “An Education,” which it produced with BBC Films for Sony Classics, received three Academy Award® nominations, including Best Picture.

The company’s other recent releases include “Every Little Step,” co-directed by Stern and Adam Del Deal, about the revival of the Broadway smash hit “A Chorus Line,” which won the Satellite Award for Best Documentary Feature, and “I’m Not There,” a Bob Dylan biopic directed by Todd Haynes, featuring Cate Blanchett, Christian Bale, Richard Gere and Heath Ledger.  Since its inception, Endgame has executive produced/ produced “The Brothers Bloom,” “Easy Virtue,” “Harold and Kumar Go to White Castle,” “Hotel Rwanda,” “Proof” and “Stay Alive.” Additionally Endgame’s children’s DVD/television series, “Meteor the Monster Truck,” began airing in the fall of 2006 on Discovery Kids and The Learning Channel (TLC).

Also at Endgame, Stern has directed and produced two documentary films: “The Year of the Yao,” about Yao Ming’s first year in the NBA, which was released by New Line in 2005, and the political documentary “So Goes the Nation,” about the American electoral system and the 2004 Presidential campaign which was release by IFC.

Previous to starting Endgame, Stern directed and produced the IMAX hit, “Michael Jordan to the Max” and HBO's darkly comic psychological thriller “It's the Rage” starring Joan Allen, Gary Sinise and Jeff Daniels, which garnered Best Picture, Best Director, and Best Screenplay awards at the Milan Film Festival.

Stern has produced 15 Broadway and off Broadway shows including "The Producers," "Hairspray," "Stomp," “The Little Shop of Horrors,” The Wedding Singer” and “Legally Blonde.”

In addition to his producing and directing career, Mr. Stern founded and ran the financial investment company Stern Joint Venture, L.P. (“SJV”), a hedge fund “fund of funds.”  Under his leadership SJV has compounded an annual rate of return of 19.75% since its inception in 1989.  SJV began investing with five hedges and has now grown in size and scope to investments in 45 hedge funds.

Stern has a B.A. in directing from the University of Michigan and an MBA in marketing and finance from Columbia University.

CHRISTOPHER PETZEL (EXECUTIVE PRODUCER) is the CEO and founder of Fierce Entertainment, a film and television production company. Over the last ten years, Fierce has produced, executive produced or associate produced a number of features including “Faces in the Crowd” (Milla Jovovich), “Hungry Rabbit Jumps” (Nicolas Cage), "Rambo" (Sylvester Stallone) and "War" (Jet Li and Jason Statham), as well as made-for-TV movies including Marvel's “Man-Thing" (Sci-Fi Channel) and "Shadows in the Sun" (ABC).

 Christopher is also the CEO of Broadside Capital, an investment banking, advisory and private equity firm with a focus on the entertainment and media industries. Broadside's corporate portfolio investments include the web portal Showbizdata.com, film and television asset manager Clandestine Service and the web-hosting and domain registration service StressFree Hosting.

 Prior to starting Fierce Entertainment in 2001, Christopher worked for investment banking firm Houlihan Lokey Howard & Zukin in Los Angeles in their entertainment group where his clients included DreamWorks, Pacific Data Images, Sundance Productions, Constantin Film AG, VCL Film + Medien AG, Castle Music and Bob Cooper's Landscape Entertainment. In 1999, he was one of the principal members of the team advising The Walt Disney Company in valuation matters pertaining to an arbitration with Jeffrey Katzenberg.

Before to moving to Los Angeles, Christopher worked for the media finance department of Berliner Bank AG in London where he was involved in the financing of "End of Days" starring Arnold Schwarzenegger, Roman Polanski's "The Ninth Gate", Ken Loach's "My Name is Joe," and "Waking Ned Devine."  He also spent time at Goldcrest Films International where he served as a sales executive and executive assistant to the CEO.

Christopher has lectured extensively on film production and financing at several institutions, including the American Film Institute, University of Southern California, the University of Berlin, the Beverly Hills Chamber of Commerce, the University of North London, and the Swiss Forum of Communications Law. Christopher studied business administration at the Universities of Barcelona (Spain) and Fribourg (Switzerland), where he graduated summa cum laude, ranking number one in a class of over 400. He is fluent in German, English, French and Spanish.

BRIAN ETTING (EXECUTIVE PRODUCER) started off his career producing premiere cable movies for HBO, Showtime and Lions Gate TV, before segueing into features and commercials.  Some of his recent feature credits include the noir thriller, "Night Train" starring Danny Glover and Steve Zahn, the drama, "Broken" starring Heather Graham and Jeremy Sisto which premiered at the 2006 AFI Festival, and the comedy, "Relative Strangers" starring Danny DeVito, Kathy Bates and Neve Campbell.

Leah is currently working on “21 Jump Street” for Sony Pictures which will be released in 2012.
JON SADOFF (COMPOSER) Born and raised in Highland Park, IL, Sadoff began studying guitar at the age of 5. In his teens he became increasingly interested in music theory as well as record production.

Peymon Maskan (Music Supervisor ) most recent work, "A Good Old Fashioned Orgy", stars Jason Sudeikis and Will Forte with a huge cast of the most prominent comedic actors around. It premiered at the 2011 TriBeCa International Film Festival to acclaim and is due for wide release by Sony/Goldwyn in the late summer of 2011. Also due at the end of this year, the multiple award winning festival favorite "Norman", starring Academy Award nominated Richard Jenkins, Dan Byrd (Cougartown), Emily Van Camp (Brothers and Sisters), and Adam Goldberg (Saving Private Ryan). "Pressure Cooker" (Participant Pictures, BET) features an original score by hip hop legend Prince Paul (De La Soul, Stetsasonic) and follows Philadelphia High School cooking instructor Wilma as she leads a class of two dozen to learn the culinary arts and find a way out of the stagnant economics of their city, earning full ride scholarships to the best culinary institutions in the country. And "Heaven Come Down" (Sundance) illuminates a small and bizarre population of snake handling preachers in the Southern US as they come to terms with an explosive allegation about one of their own.

She was last seen in the Columbia Pictures comedy The Other Guys in which she co-starred opposite Mark Wahlberg and Will Ferrell. Earlier in 2010 Sloane co-starred opposite Jay Baruchel in the Paramount/DreamWorks comedy She’s Out of My League. 
On the big screen Sloane made an impression on critics as "Big Red,"
the drill sergeant of a cheer captain in Peyton Reed's hit Universal comedy Bring It On, opposite Kirsten Dunst.  Additionally, she starred in Jake Kasdan’s independent satire The TV Set opposite David Duchovny and Sigourney Weaver; Andrew Flemming's The In-Laws, opposite Michael Douglas, Albert Brooks and Ryan Reynolds; Jeff Lowell’s comedy Over Her Dead Body; Griffin Dunne’s comedy The Accidental Husband; and Howard Gould's comedy The Six Wives of Henry LeFay. 

Sloane began her acting career on ABC's hugely successful “The Wonder Years” opposite Fred Savage.  She then starred on the NBC sitcom “Mr. Rhodes.” Her performance in that show garnered her a Young Artist of the Year nomination for best supporting actress.  She starred as a series regular on ABC's hit “Sabrina the Teenage Witch.” Shortly after she starred in the WB Network show-within-a-show “Grosse Point.” Sloane's painfully insecure portrayal of “Marcy Sternfeld,” the needy, probably bulimic ingénue, earned her widespread praise within the industry and with critics.

Sloane has starred in pilots and series by some of the most successful and prestigious writers in the business, including Darren Star (“Sex and the City”), Kohan and Mutchnick (“Will and Grace”), Sachs and Judah (“Undeclared”), David E. Kelley (“L.A. Law”, “Ally McBeal”) and Carter Bays and Craig Thomas (“How I Met Your Mother”).Sloane was born in New York and currently resides in Los Angeles.

WILL FORTE (GLENN) has established himself as one of the most versatile comedy actors in film and television.  Forte spent eight seasons making audiences laugh on “Saturday Night Live” and has been extremely busy with projects in film and television ever since he wrapped his final season in 2010.  Forte will next be seen in A Good Old Fashioned Orgy in which he co-stars opposite of former SNL co-star Jason Sudeikis. The film follows a group of 30-year-olds who have been friends since high school and attempt to throw an end-of-summer orgy. The film will be released in September.  He is also in production on a trio of high profile film projects including I Hate You, Dad opposite of Adam Sandler and Andy Samberg, Rock of Ages opposite an all-star cast that includes Tom Cruise and Alec Baldwin, and Tim and Eric’s Billion Dollar Movie. He will also lend his voice to Fox’s newest animated sitcom, “Allen Gregory,” this fall. 

During his time at “SNL” Forte produced many memorable sketches. Forte has showcased his singing talents as an unhinged “Fly High Duluth” band leader with a penchant for chugging Jack Daniels. He’s created lasting characters in “The Falconer” - the once-successful executive who has mysteriously chosen to live in the woods with his faithful falcon Donald - and the very soft-spoken politician Tim Calhoun, as well as the creepily naïve office worker, Neil, whose ventures outside of work with colleague Jean quickly turn perverse . Forte has also brought life to “MacGruber,” the resourceful albeit distractible man who can disarm a bomb with just about anything.

Last year Forte was seen in Universal’s feature film adaptation of MacGruber. In addition to starring in the lead role, he co-wrote the script with Jorma Taccone and John Solomon. Additionally, he was seen in Brief Interviews with Hideous Men written and directed by John Krasinski and lending his voice to Sony’s hit animated film, Cloudy with a Chance of Meatballs. Forte wrote and starred in the feature The Brothers Solomon, opposite Will Arnett and “SNL” cast mate Kristen Wiig.  His additional film credits include Baby Mama, Broken Lizard’s the Slammin’ Salmon and Beerfest. 
Forte also has had very memorable guest starring roles on the hit comedies “How I Met Your Mother,” NBC’s award-winning “30 Rock,” “Parks and Recreation,” “Tim and Eric Awesome Show, Great Job!” and on HBO’s “Flight of the Conchords.” He also is a frequent guest on “Conan,” portraying a crazed Ted Turner.  Additionally, he has lent his voice to a handful of animated series including Fox’s “The Cleveland Show” from creator Seth McFarlane and “Sit Down, Shut Up” from creator Mitch Hurwitz, as well as MTV’s “Clone High.”
Forte came to “SNL” from L.A.’s improv-sketch theater “The Groundlings” where “SNL” alum Will Ferrell, Phil Hartman and Maya Rudolph got their respective starts. Forte has a great deal of experience behind the camera - serving as producer on “That 70’s Show” and as story editor for “3rd Rock from the Sun” and “Action,” as well as working as a writer for “Late Show with David Letterman”  and the MTV Movie Awards. Forte currently resides in LA.
 LUCY PUNCH (Amy Squirrel) most recently starred alongside Steve Carell and Paul Rudd in Paramount Pictures’ Dinner for Schmucks, in Woody Allen’s You Will Meet a Tall Dark Stranger with Naomi Watts, Anthony Hopkins, and Josh Brolin, and A Little Bit of Heaven, alongside Kate Hudson, Kathy Bates, and Gael Garcia Bernal.  Her upcoming projects include The Giant Mechanical Man, written and directed by Lee Kirk, and Yellow, written and to be directed by Nick Cassavetes, which she will film this summer. 

Punch began her feature film career working opposite Geoffrey Rush in 2004’s “The Life and Death of Peter Sellers.”  This was followed by the family fantasy, Ella Enchanted, with Anne Hathaway.  In 2006, Punch was chosen as the British Shooting Star by the Berlin Film Festival for her work in Being Julia opposite Annette Bening and Jeremy Irons.  She has also appeared in St. Trinians and Edgar Wright’s British action comedy Hot Fuzz.  Most recently, Punch worked with Topher Grace and Anna Faris in Universal Pictures’ Young Americans and starred in the musical dramedy Untitled alongside Adam Goldberg and Marley Shelton.

Punch has also appeared in numerous television series in the UK such as “Days Like These,” “Doc Martin,” and “Let Them Eat Cake.”  She made her West End debut as Elaine Robinson in “The Graduate,” directed by Terry Johnson. In 2007, Punch returned to TV in the CBS comedy “The Class” alongside Lizzy Caplan, Jason Ritter and Jesse Tyler Ferguson.  She also worked on the HBO TV Movie “1%” alongside Donal Logue and Kim Dickens.  In October of 2010 she starred in the three part mini-series “Vexed” for BBC opposite Toby Stevens.

Punch was born and raised in London, England.  She divides her time between London and Los Angeles.
LIN SHAYE (DODY HENDERSON) Born and raised in Detroit, Michigan, Lin Shaye knew that she was destined to act for as long as she could remember.  She performed in plays in college at the University of Michigan and then was accepted into Columbia University’s Master of Fine Arts program in acting.

After graduation, she honed her skills by acting in plays with the best and brightest in New York theater, including directors like the infamous Joseph Papp and Des Macanuff.  Some of the highlights include “Tartuffe” (at the New York Shakespeare Festival), “The Tempest” and “The Taking of Miss Janie” at Lincoln Center (which won the Drama Critics Award).  
 
Shaye made her film debut in New York in “Hester Street” where she portrayed a Polish prostitute, much to her mother’s chagrin. Shortly thereafter, she flew to Los Angeles after hearing that Jack Nicholson was interested in meeting her.   Her airline ticket proved to be a worthwhile investment – she was cast in his film “Goin’ South.” Upon her move to Los Angeles, her love of theater inspired her and 12 other actors to put together a theater company called the Los Angeles Theater Unit in 1982 which lasted for a decade and earned many awards. Her most memorable performance was in “Better Days” which earned her a Drama-Logue Award for Best Actress

The talented and versatile actress continued to work regularly and is undoubtedly one of the industry’s greatest chameleons.  The Farrelly Brothers gave Shaye her first in a series of memorable characters in their 1994 hit comedy “Dumb and Dumber.”  They went on to cast her as the infamous landlady in “Kingpin” opposite Woody Harrelson, and then as ‘Magda,’ the sun-withered neighbor of Cameron Diaz in their hit “There Something About Mary.”  She was also unforgettable as the KISS-hating mom in “Detroit Rock City” and as Sonia, the tough German/Swedish coach in “Boat Trip” with Cuba Gooding, Jr.  In a dramatic change of pace, she received critical acclaim in The Hillside Strangler as the alcoholic mother opposite Nick Turturro and C. Thomas Howell.  
 
She has also amassed a plethora of horror films, which has made her a cult favorite. This year she starred in the runaway hit “Insidious” alongside Rose Byrne and Patrick Wilson.  In addition, her horror credits include “2001 Maniacs,” in which she starred with Robert Englund, and its sequel, “2001 Maniacs: Field of Screams”, Snoop Dog’s “Hood of Horror,” “Dead End,”  and “Killer By Nature,” soon to be released, also starring Ron Pearlman and Armand Assante.  Shaye also starred in the thriller “Snakes on a Plane” opposite Samuel L. Jackson and Julianna Margulies.  She portrayed the head flight attendant Grace, who wrestles with the unwanted passengers on the doomed flight.
 
Other recent films include the acclaimed Nick Cassavetes’ film “My Sister’s Keeper”, "Chronic Town", "Kush”, "Asylum", and "American Cowslip." In addition to “A Good Old Fashion Orgy,” Lin’s upcoming films include: “Rosewood Lane,” starring Rose McGowan and “The Three Stooges,” starring Jane Lynch and Larry David and “Losing Control.” 

Shaye has a solid resume in television as well with guest appearances on “Crossing Jordan,” “My Name is Earl,” “Frasier,” “Becker,” “Arliss,” "Dirty Sexy Money" and most recently “ER”. She resides in Los Angeles.
DAVID KOECHNER (VIC) is one of the most prolific comedic actors working today.  Well known to both film and television audiences, he plays a recurring role on the hit series “The Office,” voices a recurring character on “American Dad!” and was recently heard in Greg Mottola’s animated feature comedy “Paul.”

Koechner will next be seen on the big screen in “This Means War”, directed by McG and starring Tom Hardy and Reese Witherspoon, as well as in several independent features, including the horror thriller “Piranha 3DD,” the crime comedy “Small Apartments,” and André Gordon’s “Wedding Day.”

Koechner first became an audience favorite thanks to his portrayal of newsman Champ Kind opposite Will Ferrell, Paul Rudd and Steve Carell in the hit comedy “Anchorman: The Legend of Ron Burgundy.”  He went on to appear in such films as “The Dukes of Hazzard,” Judd Apatow’s “The 40-Year-Old Virgin,” Jason Reitman’s “Thank You for Smoking,” “Yours, Mine and Ours,” Adam McKay’s “Talladega Nights: The Ballad of Ricky Bobby,” “Snakes on a Plane,” “Semi-Pro” and “Get Smart.”  His other film credits include the comedies “My Boss’s Daughter,” “A Guy Thing,” “Waking Up in Reno,” “Out Cold,” Milos Forman’s Andy Kaufman biopic “Man on the Moon,” Jay Roach’s comedy blockbuster “Austin Powers: The Spy Who Shagged Me,” and Barry Levinson’s political comedy “Wag the Dog.”

On television, Koechner has had guest spots on such series as “Curb Your Enthusiasm,” “Freaks and Geeks,” “Reno 911!,” “Dharma & Greg,” “Mad About You,” and “The Jamie Foxx Show,” and recurring roles on “Still Standing,” “The Naked Trucker and T-Bones Show” and “Hank.”  He is also a frequent contributor to Will Ferrell and Adam McKay’s comedy website, funnyordie.com.

            Born in Tipton, Missouri, Koechner studied Political Science at the University of Missouri, narrowly avoiding the family business of manufacturing turkey coops.  Instead, he moved to Chicago to pursue an acting career and trained under legendary improv guru Del Close.  He also studied at the IO (formerly ImprovOlympic), the city’s widely regarded platform for long-form improvisational comedy.

Koechner’s major break came when he joined the cast of Chicago’s famed Second City Theater.  In 1995, Lorne Michaels, creator of NBC’s “Saturday Night Live,” spotted him and asked him to join the cast of SNL.  Koechner spent one season on the show before moving on to do episodic television and feature film work.
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
